To become certified in Hospice and Palliative Medicine, physicians must be certified in internal medicine by the ABIM, demonstrated clinical competence in the care of patients with at least 800 hours of clinical involvement in the subspecialty-level practice of hospice and palliative medicine during the past five years.  This includes at least two years of subspecialty level practice in hospice and palliative medicine and at least 100 hours of participation with a hospice care team. Finally, physicians must pass the Certification Examination in Hospice and Palliative Medicine.

Dr. Sadler joins a total of 56 board certified Hospice and Palliative Medicine specialists in the state of South Carolina presently.  She volunteered as the medical director of Hospice of Laurens County, Inc. from 1988 until the Hospice House opened in 2008. At that time, she moved her office on site and became the physician for the Hospice House as she continued her role as Medical Director.
